Il Corinthians 5:17 | am a new creation - a new person altogether in Christ Jesus. Old things
have passed away; all things have become fresh and new!

John 15:9 | am already cleansed because of the Word Jesus has spoken to me.

Romans 5:1, Il Corinthians 5:21 | have been made the righteousness of God. | am completely
justified by faith apart from the works of the law. Therefore, | have peace with God today and |
can stand in His presence without guilt, shame or a sense of inferiority.

Colossians 1:22-23 Jesus has reconciled me by His death and presents me to the Father
unblameable, unaccusable and without reproach, since | continue in faith firmly established
and steadfast, not moved away from the truth of God's Word that | have heard.

Colossians 1:12-13 The Father has qualified me to share in this inheritance and has drawn me
to Himself out of the control and dominion of darkness and has transferred me into the
kingdom of the Son of His love.

| Corinthians 1:30 Since | have been raised with Christ to a new life, | aim at and seek the rich
eternal treasures that are above, where Christ is seated at the right hand of God. | set my mind
and keep it set on what is above, not on the things that are on the earth.

Philippians 4:5 | let all men know and perceive and recognize my unselfishness, my
considerateness, and my forbearing spirit.

Ephesians 5:15-16 | look carefully how | walk. | live purposefully and worthily and accurately,
not as the unwise and witless, but as a wise sensible, intelligent person, making the very most
of the time, buying up each opportunity because the days are evil. Therefore, | am not vague,
thoughtless, and foolish but | understand and firmly grasp what the will of the Lord is.

Philippians 4:13 | have strength for all things in Christ Who empowers me. | am ready for
anything and equal to anything through Him who infuses inner strength into me; | am self
sufficient in Christ's sufficiency.

Isaiah 54:14 | will establish myself in righteousness and | will be far from even the thought of
oppression or destruction for | shall not fear, and far from terror for it shall not come near me.

Proverbs 1:33 | listen to God's Word, therefore, | live securely and I'm at ease from the dread of
evil.

Philippians 1:9 | thank You, Lord, that my love abounds still more and more in knowledge and
all discernment, that | approve the things that are excellent and that | am sincere and without
offense until the day of Christ.

Galatians 3:26 | am a child of God by faith in Christ Jesus.

Psalm 139: 13-17 | praise you Lord for | am fearfully and wonderfully made, and | know that
fully well. You created my inmost being and you knit me together in my mother’s womb. My
frame was not hidden from you when | was made in the secret place. When | was woven
together in the depths of the earth, your eyes saw my unformed body. All the days ordained
for me were written in your book before one of them came to be.
